Draft Supplemental Information Guidelines (SIG or Guidelines) for Municipal Undertakings (MU1) 


Dear Parties to Municipal Licensing:

The Nunavut Waters and Nunavut Surface Rights Tribunal Act (NWNSRTA or Act) section 48(2) requires supplemental information to be submitted as part of a water licence application.  Also, in accordance with section 48(3) of the Act, on the filing of an application, the Board may provide guidelines to the applicant respecting the information to be provided by the applicant in respect of any matter that the Board considers relevant.  

To provide further guidance for these requirements, as well as the requirements of section 6(2) of the Northwest Territories Water Regulations (NTWR or Regulations) which outlines more specific information requirements for proposed undertakings, the NWB is in the process of drafting Supplemental Information Guidelines (SIGs or Guidelines) for the various classifications of undertakings.  It is anticipated that the provision of supplemental information requested by the Guidelines will reduce delays that may arise from the Board having to solicit information after an application has already been submitted.  
At this time, the Board has developed a draft SIG for Municipal Undertakings (MU1) (please see attached).  This draft SIG is also available from the NWB’s ftp site at ftp://nunavutwaterboard.org/NWB%20Guides/.
