Further to my last letter, I would like to invite you or your representatives and all interested parties to attend a pre-hearing meeting in Arctic Bay on June 6, 2002. I enclose the proposed agenda for your consideration. The purpose of this pre-hearing is to discuss procedural matters and to define, with the assistance of all parties, the scope and identify inasmuch as possible the substantive issues that will be the object of the upcoming hearing. In conjunction with the pre-hearing, NWB staff, assisted by Levi Barnabas, Community Liaison Co-ordinator, will conduct a series of small group workshops on June 7 with residents of Arctic Bay to inform them of the proposed decommissioning measures and the process that will be followed by the NWB and other regulators, in order to foster meaningful public involvement at the July hearing. 

To plan the logistical aspects of the pre-hearing, we invite all parties to register their attendance with me at least seven days before the pre-hearing. The conduct of both the pre-hearing meeting and the public hearing, including the service of documents to interested parties, shall be held in accordance with the Board’s Rules of Practice and Procedure for Public Hearing, a copy of which can be obtained by contacting me directly. If any party is unable to be present physically at the pre-hearing, we may look into the possibility of connecting them via teleconference if available. 
Finally, we note that the February 2002 Nanisivik Mine Closure and Reclamation Plan submitted by Breakwater in support of the water license application, does not contain an updated estimate of the proposed remediation of the mine site. As the issue of the financial security required under a renewed water license will be one of the issues to be dealt with at the hearing, we are asking you to provide the NWB and all parties identified on the distribution list with such estimate before or on the June 6. This estimate shall be prepared using the RECLAIM model or a similar application and be based on third-party contractor rates.
