Crown-Indigenous Relations and Northern Affairs Canada (CIRNAC) is an interested party in the Nunavut Water Board’s review of Canzinco’s application to renew its Type ‘A’ Water Licence #1AR-NAN1419 for the Nanisivik mine site property. Pursuant to federal legislation, CIRNAC is tasked with co-managing Nunavut’s freshwater resources along with the Nunavut Water Board. The water licence renewal is a result of the current water licence expiring on December 22, 2019.
CIRNAC is generally satisfied with the renewal application and the geotechnical and water quality monitoring plan that was submitted with the application for the next 10 years. There are just a few points of clarification with respect to final closure plan for the site. CIRNAC has described these points and others along with recommendations in more detail in its technical review memorandum to the Nunavut Water Board. The following two recommendations revolve primarily around the remaining buildings on site and one area of pooled water on the tailings facility, and address CIRNAC’s outstanding comments in the technical review memorandum to the Nunavut Water Board.
1) CIRNAC requests Canzinco provide documentation that these buildings and equipment are now the property of either the Government of Nunavut or the Hamlet of Arctic Bay.

2) CIRNAC requests Canzinco clarify if there are tailings beneath the spillway where the pooled (standing) water is, and if the standing water is having any effect on the tailings stability.  
CIRNAC would like to point out that there is also the potential for land use conflicts in the area as there will be two proponents (Nyrstar and Department of National Defence) using the same land area and/or water bodies for different reasons. 

CIRNAC will be participating in the upcoming teleconference for the Technical Meeting/Pre-Hearing Conference that will be held by teleconference on September 12 and 13, 2019. 
As well, CIRNAC will be submitting an updated closure cost estimate to the NWB with its final submission before the Public Hearing.
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
