Partial Remarks of M.J. Brodie, received on July 24/02 

The A&R plan is general in nature, despite mine closure being only a few months away. In order to be considered as a final A&R Plan, it should be improved in 3 aspects.

1) Statement of general reclamation objectives with supporting rationale, these should address: 

· chemical stability- for example maximum levels of mental leading from all mine-                      related sources.

· physical stability- for example slope stability and erosion resistance of dams    and covers .

· land use- for example revegetation.

2) Specific reclamation objective for each mine component, this means for example ensuring all tailings remain in a permafrost state on all ARD road material will be removed, 

     3) Preparation of plans and drawing which demonstrate that the objectives will be met.
