Directions regarding the technical meeting and pre-hearing conference for the approval of the Nanisivik Mine Closure and Reclamation Plan

Dear Parties,

As a follow up to my letter of March 18, 2004, I would like to provide additional directions regarding the technical meeting and pre-hearing conference that have been proposed by the Nunavut Water Board (“NWB”) in preparation of the public hearing on CanZinco Limited’s  (“CanZinco”) Final Nanisivik Mine Closure and Reclamation Plan.

The technical meeting will take place on May 4 and 5, 2004 from 8:30 a.m. to 12 p.m. and from 1 p.m. to 5 p.m., and the pre-hearing conference will follow on May 6, 2004 from 8:30 a.m. to 12 p.m. Both meetings will be held at the Explorer Hotel in Yellowknife (Northwest Territories). Refreshments and pastries will be served but lunch will not. If required, evening sessions will be held.  An agenda for the technical meeting and pre-hearing conference will be submitted to the Nanisivik Distribution List closer to the time of the event.

While not compulsory, the NWB recommends that, as a consideration for CanZinco, its consultants and other participants, reviewers provide to CanZinco, in advance of the technical meeting, a list of specific questions or concerns in order for CanZinco and its consultants to provide adequate responses during the technical meeting.  Therefore, the NWB strongly encourages all parties, whether they plan to attend the technical meeting or not, to do so by providing their list to both the NWB and CanZinco by 5 p.m. (MT) April 26th, 2004.  This does not, however, exclude other issues to be brought forward at the technical meeting.

The NWB further asks that parties confirm their attendance, identify their representatives, and list their specific meeting needs (i.e., audio-visual equipment, etc.) with Patrick Duxbury, NWB Project Coordinator by email (coordinator@nwb.nunavut.ca) or telephone (867-983-3039) by April 26th, 2004. 

Finally, I would like to take this opportunity to encourage all interested parties to discuss the 2004 Nanisivik Mine Closure and Reclamation Plan directly with CanZinco, outside of formal NWB-organized proceedings. It is the NWB’s opinion that, while it is ultimately the Board’s authority to make a decision based on the evidence heard during the upcoming public hearing, a frank and open dialogue between interested parties and CanZinco, before the public hearing, will help the resolution of issues and facilitate the review of the proposed plan.
