The GN Department of Environment appreciates the consideration and prompt response from the NWB regarding our comments, on the Nanisivik Mine Human Health and Ecological Risk Assessment Oct 2003.  We are also pleased to know that questions about potential human and ecological risks and impact will be open for discussion during the public hearing June 3-4, 2004.

After considering the Dillon Consulting review (May 13, 2004) of our comments on the Nanisivik HHERA, we found that a number of our concerns have been clarified. In addition, we are pleased to know that Dillon Consulting agrees that it would be preferable if the HHERA document were clearer. 

Department of Environment will continue to monitor the Nanisivik Remediation and Closure Plan implementation as is appropriate to our regulatory role.  As you know, the issues of hydrocarbon and heavy metals soil contamination, potential presence of PCBs and other contaminants were of particular concern. CanZinco’s commitment (May 14, 2004) to address these important environmental issues is a reassuring response to GN’s concerns.  We hope that the Board will see the value of confirming that commitment formally in its decision.
