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15.0 AIRCRAFT DISASTER

These instructions are to be read in conjunction with OPS.  Manual II.9.E  (Green Sheets) and Emergency Procedures Manual from Transport Canada.

15.1
Critical Information

Upon receiving notification of an aircraft disaster, the following information must be recorded:

· Caller’s name and address

· Location of the Aircraft

· Identification of the Aircraft (Call Letters)

· Type of Aircraft

· Condition of Aircraft (i.e. burning, etc.)

· Number and condition of passengers

· Type of cargo on board, if any.

· Quickest route to crash site

· Any further pertinent information, time, date, etc.

15.2
Immediate Actions

The On Scene Co-ordinator will:

· Dispatch personnel to the site

· Arrange for rescue and medical attention.

· Secure the site.

· Seek support services as required

· Notify the Canadian Aviation Safety Board (C.A.S.B)

· Refer all media inquiries to the Airport Manager or RCMP

The first priority at the site will be to have the injured removed to a safe area where they can receive medical attention.  Spots where bodies or injured persons are moved from are to be marked with stakes to assist in subsequent investigation.  Members at the scene should keep detailed notes of persons present, times and arrivals of persons and equipment, etc.  Photographs are to be taken and diagram to be completed.

Beyond the preservation of life, our main task will be to secure the scene for Ministry of Transportation investigators. They will determine the cause of the crash.  We are to co-operate with C.A.S.B. if our assistance is requested.  Should there be any indication that the cause of the crash was due to a criminal act, then it will be our mandate to investigate the incident accordingly.

15.3 Actions for Involved Parties
Action of Ground Control

When a crash occurs at the airport, the observer communicator will immediately contact the R.C.M.P., Fire Department, and Airport Manager.


Action of Emergency Co-ordination Centre 

If a crash occurs, the On-Scene Coordinator will co-ordinate support from the local fire department, Nanisivik Mine and, if required, the Hamlet of Arctic Bay.


Action of Police

Proceed to the scene and attend the ECC as a participant. Advise the Canadian Aviation Safety Board of the airport disaster if not already done so by the airport manager.  Provide assistance in the rescue of victims of the crash.  Protect the scene for the purposes of investigation, which means:

a. Provide guards to secure the crash site.

b. Making sure that when victims are removed, that the locations of the victims are clearly marked.

c. Safeguard all personal belongings in a safe place.

d. Insure that only rescue personnel are allowed near the crash site.

e. Control crowd and traffic flow at airport.

f. Conduct an investigation and assist the Aviation Safety Board.


Action of Airport Personnel

All available airport personnel will proceed to the crash site.  The observer/communicator will remain at the radio at all times to provide communications. 
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
