Good morning Malli,

During a conversation with Marc Losier of Mosher Engineering Limited/Inukshuk Construction
Limited, pertaining to the proposed Hydrostatic Testing/Tank Farm Expansion Project for the
Hamlet of Chesterfield Tank Farm Facility, it was stated that Mosher Engineering Limited/Inukshuk
Construction Limited is retained by the Government of Nunavut — Community & Government
Services (GN-CGS) to construct a landfarm facility within the Hamlet of Chesterfield Inlet to treat
hydrocarbon impacted soil.

The Nunavut Water Board (NWB) notes that the renewed water licence issued to Chesterfield Inlet
on October 1, 2010 does not allow for the construction of a landfarm facility. In fact, as part of the
decision pertaining to the renewed licence, the NWB emphasized Environment Canada’s
recommendations that the Licensee should file an amendment application with the Board if the
need for a landfarm facility were to arise.

In the application submitted to the NWB for a water licence to conduct Hydrostatic Testing at
Chesterfield Inlet, Mosher Engineering Limited/Inukshuk Construction Limited indicated that a
landfarm facility will be constructed in 2012 within the Hamlet of Chesterfield Inlet. Information
obtained from further inquiries made by the NWB has also confirmed that the construction of a
landfarm facility is included as part of the scope of work for which Mosher Engineering
Limited/Inukshuk Construction Limited was retained..

Given the above, the NWB advises that GN-CGS and/or the Hamlet of Chesterfield Inlet should
submit to the NWB an application to amend the Hamlet’s water Licence 3BM-CHE1013 prior to
construction of the facility, assuming the proposed facility will be operated by the Hamlet.
Alternatively, if the facility proposed will be operated by GN-CGS, the NWB advises that an
application for a new licence be submitted to the NWB prior to construction of the landfarm. The
NWB’s advice is consistent with that of C. 10.12(1)b of the Nunavut Waters and Nunavut Surface
Rights Tribunal Act.
