2. Timing, Duration, & Personnel: 

a. 210 days over period 1 July 2025 to 31 July 2026 
i. Operations: 1 July to 30 September 2025

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b. 12 to 15 personnel for a total of 2520 to 3150 person-days 
3. Location: Kivalliq Region; [Pelly Lake, approximately 300 km northwest of Baker Lake and 360 km southwest
