Hello Larry,

In theory the Board would not necessarily require a decommissioning plan to be submitted within
months following the issuance of a licence if the information provided to the Board from the onset
suggests that the licence is be issued for a project that could potentially last for an indefinite period
of time. However, given that the current licence issued to the above-referenced project is for two
(2) years only, the submission of a decommissioning plan, within months of issuance of the
licence, was included as part of the terms and conditions under the licence.

Your email stated that the hamlet might be interested in keeping the crossing open indefinitely.
Despite the hamlet’s intention, a decommission plan would still be required to satisfy the relevant
terms and conditions in the licence. It should be noted that the submission of a decommission plan
would not prevent DFO and/or the hamlet from renewing the licence for the crossing for an
extended period of time.
