Training Policy

It is NTCL’s policy that all vessel officers and crew will be trained in:

· The use of this Plan

· Oil spill response procedures

· Fire-fighting response procedures

F.2
Exercises

The company endorses the National Marine Spill Response Exercise Programme (NEP) and will participate in it as stipulated by the CCG.

F.3
Drill Planning and Frequency

The vessel crew undergoes refresher training in oil spill countermeasures theory each year prior to sailing.  This includes a full deployment drill with the shipboard deployment package, anchoring boom, and demonstration of wildlife hazing gear and getting skimmers operational.  At the discretion of the Master, additional drills are undertaken during the course of the operating season. NTCL will conduct unannounced drills as directed by the Captain of the Port. 

A tabletop deployment drill involving all designated members of the Incident Command System (ICS) is conducted once each navigation season, coordinated by the Qualified Individual (QI).  Emphasis is placed on establishing adequate and timely communications and contact, as well as meeting the immediate objectives of the particular scenario, as presented.   

NTCL engages the Oil Spill Removal Organization (OSRO/ response contractor) in an equipment deployment drill, based on a scenario developed by the QI, once every season.  This is coordinated to involve the customer and his resources, conducted on site during an actual discharge operation.  

NTCL conducts a tabletop style drill every three years at a minimum that exercises the plan. Through this process, the QI assesses the performance of the company’s response capabilities, and makes recommendations for improvement, as necessary.

Complete records are kept at the offices of NTCL for a minimum of three years.  

Alaska Chadux Corporation, NTCL’s contracted OSRO, is notified of route plans in advance and twice daily vessel positions are communicated throughout the re-supply period.  Further to being the USCG contracted response agency for the area, Alaska Chadux Corp. is fully licensed to operate under Territorial and Federal regulations and routinely drill with the various organizations for which they have committed resources.  Drill detail and records are kept at their Alaska offices.  The vessel (and company) is prepared to engage in a full equipment deployment upon request and, in fact, is obligated to do so under Federal regulation.
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
