DESCRIPTION OF UNDERTAKING (attach plans and drawings)

Rhonda will be carrying out a five week diamond exploration program of glacial till sampling, prospecting and possible claim staking in the project area from June 25 to August 2, 2001. Depending on results, a four week ground geophysical and core drilling program may be carried out in the spring of 2002. It is expected the summer 2001 program will be resumed in the summer of 2002. Again, depending on results, a ground geophysical and core drilling program may be carried out in the spring of 2003. These are early stage exploration programs with only minimal use of the land.  Personnel and machinery will be moved by helicopter. The only structures erected (tents) will be at the camp which is located on Crown land.
