Response to KIA Lands letter dated January 24th, 2001 regarding amendment request

Kitikmeot Geoscience received your letter dated January 24, 2001 via email, today, January 27, 2001.  I would like to respond to your letter as follows:

It is our understanding that Land Use Permit KTL398C031 included provisions for preliminary exploration, drilling and airstrip.  The land use permit also has the provision for a Case 350 Cat to be used on site to open up an ice airstrip on McGregor Lake.  The latest amendment request does not include any other types of activity.  The amendment is still focused around exploration drilling, and is also focused around the same geographical area as covered under the existing permit.  It is under this concept that we have applied for an amendment rather than a new land use permit.

We appreciate the concern that KIA Lands have on our request and will apply for new license as requested.  We can also appreciate that the introduction of moving fuel by nodwell, of moving the drills by cat, and the additional fuel and people required for a second drill has land use implications that may be interpreted outside of the current land use permit.  For this reason we will immediately stop any plans for a Nodwell and a second drill to be flown to site until a new land use permit is approved.

In regards to the D61 Komatsu, we will not use this cat for any work on moving equipment or drills around the work area.  However I would like to request that since our land use permit already has approved a Case 350 Cat for the purposes of opening up an ice airstrip, that an addition of a D61 Komatsu for the same purposes should fall well within the scope of the existing permit.

In regards to the satellite camp, we would propose that as we will not bring in a second drill at this time, which therefore means no additional fuel and personnel, the construction of a satellite camp will be used only for the re-location of EXISTING personnel within the project area.  The satellite camp is a temporary camp and will only be used in the winter.  As mentioned in the amendment letter, the requirement for this satellite camp is strictly for safety purposes for the drill crew.  We will also commit that the geophysical crew will not be relocated to the satellite camp, leaving only the drill crew to be housed in this camp.  This would be a maximum of 10 people.

We truly believe that the addition of the D61 for ice airstrip purposes only, and the satellite camp to re-locate existing personnel fall within the scope of the existing permit.  We will apply for a new permit for the change in project approach (i.e. increased drilling and supplies, and movement of supplies by Nodwell).

We greatly appreciate your consideration in this matter.  We also apologize for the tardiness in requested an amendment for the D61 and are willing to accept your judgment on this matter.

I will be in Kugluktuk on Sunday, January 28th and Monday January 29th conducting community and Hamlet presentations.  I will call you to discus this matter in person.
