REQUEST FOR EXTENSION OF LAND USE PERMITS #N97C710 


AND #N97C711 -- VICTORIA ISLAND
In response to your respective letters -- 14 April (Inuvik District) and 19 April (Yellowknife/Nunavut District) -- I would like to request extension of the above Land Use Permits, pursuant to Sec. 31 (5) of the NWT Territorial Land Use Regulations under which the permits were granted.

As an extension to 01 August, 2000, already has been granted to Monopros by the Nunavut Water Board (Licence #NWB2VIC9800), I further would request that extensions to this same date also be granted for Permits #N97C710 and #N97C711, to allow closure of the project. The reason for this request is twofold:  (1) to allow time for final cleanup of the main “Tuktu” camp and associated 1999 temporary “Ookpik” camp, and  (2) to allow Monopros time to explore assignment of the Tuktu camp facilities, as another company working on Victoria Island has recently expressed interest in assuming use of Tuktu and its tents and equipment. (Obviously, assignment could be a satisfactory arrangement to all concerned, especially from a land-use perspective.)

In addition, please note that under INAC Permit  #N98J847, Monopros has until 01 April, 2001, to clean up the main camp associated with our Victoria Island land-use activities. 

I shall submit my Final Land Use Plan to you as soon as possible.

I thank you for the opportunity to make this Request for Extension and look forward to receipt of approval.
