Accompanying this letter, please find my interim Final Land Use Report in respect of the Monopros exploration activities on Victoria Island between 1997 and the present, which activities were covered by two camp permits and two drilling permits issued by the Crown and by Nunavut Water Board Licence #NWB2VIC, renamed #NWB2VIC9800 in 1998.

As it was impossible to complete final cleanup of the main Tuktu camp and temporary Ookpik camp by the 01 August, 2000 extension date, a revision to the Final Report will be submitted to the Board as soon as cleanup is complete and I have conducted a closure visit of camps and old fuel cache sites. As cleanup is anticipated to be complete sometime between 04 August and 06 August, my closure visit necessarily will occur shortly after that period. Final cleanup had to be delayed due to a late spring on Victoria Island, particularly in central Victoria Island, where the two Monopros camps were located; in fact, the ground was still too wet on 29 June (the date of our inventory inspection) to commence cleanup. Dismantling of the main “Tuktu” camp actually commenced on 21 July.

As the Monopros exploration activities on Victoria Island represented one project, spread over several years, I have prepared a single overview report with separate sections for each permit. I feel this approach allows the reader a big-picture view of land-use activities conducted by Monopros on Victoria Island.
