       BAFFIN
· 10-25 person camp is located near Arthur Fiord on Devon Island since 1998

· Proposed approx. 5 (-16?) drill holes near Grinnel Peninsula 

· Plateau area as airstrip, prospecting, geol mapping, geophys surveying and diamond drilling. Helicopter support- no motorized vehicles will be used..

· Lands: Crown (#1999C0058, QIA lands (land use permit expired but no work will be done on those lands)

· Resolute bay- 190Km S, Grise Fiord is 300Km E.- met with both communities and have hired local residents. Not in conflict with traditional use areas such as Grove Lake. 

Licence Application:

· Mineral exploration and remote camp.

· June-August

· Quantity of water- 1350L/day-pond E side of Arthur Fiord.-75m from camp.

· 300-350 litres/day from pond adjacent to the camp; 

· 800-1000L/day drill use nearby stream or river

· Sewage: “Storborn” incineration toilets
· Solid Waste: incinerated on site, ashes stored in drums and shipped out to Resolute Bay

· Hazardous waste/ Waste Oil: appropriately stored and backhaul to Resolute Bay

· Greywater: sump – deep sand and gravel just East of camp- I m. freeboard.

· Drill Water: recirculated, filtered drill cuttings. Other cuttings, excess mud and cuttings deposited on land in sump.

· Schedule: June 2002 – August 2002

· Duration of project: 2002 and then decreasing activity. May decommission.

· Max capacity ~ 10-30 pers.

· 3 Spill kits at camp, fuel transfer points, drill rig with extra oil wick and vermiculite-type granules.

· Fuel inventory- 150 drums + 6-8 drums at drill rig.

· Greywater: filtered by burlap that will be burnt in incinerator. Hand dug sump-1m*o.5m deep

· Drilling water: various lakes 

· Incineration modified 45 gal drum using rebar

· Empty barrels backhauled to Resolute Bay

· Drilling wastes will form a hard soil 5m2 and 20 cm thick.- ash;

· Calcium Chloride-1000*25kg bags, stord on wooden palettes and tarped-stored in depression.

· Motor oil, hydraulic oil and biodegradable drill additives are kept is plastic pails
