Dear Mr. Huard:



The Nunavut Water Board has granted a conditional approval of the report entitled, “Emergency Response Procedures for Spill Reporting”, April 11, 2000 submitted April 16, 2002 by Noranda Inc. in compliance with Part G, Item 2 of their current water licence. Please resubmit a revised plan to the NWB prior to the commencement of activities under water licence #NWB2WEL0203, in which the following provisions are included:

· Include the DIAND Inspector in Iqaluit (867) 975-4298 as one of the people who should be notified. Please update the list of regional contacts list with the name, title and contact number of the responsible authorities in Nunavut.  

· Include a Spill Report Form, as a part of the Spill Plan and ensure staff are trained to handle spills and report them appropriately.

· Include system failure responses and preventative measures for domestic sewage, solid waste, fuel and chemicals. Make provisions for employee safety as a part of the initial action steps in the event of a spill. 

· Ensure that the amount of hazardous materials, their storage location and the location of spill kits are submitted.

· Include a list of items to be included in a spill kit, including absorbent mats and booms, 2 pairs of oil resistant gloves, splash protected goggles, a spark proof shovel, polyethylene disposable bags in each spill kit, etc. As per the recommendation of Michael Roy, DIAND Iqaluit, carbon dioxide or foam should be on hand to extinguish poly-drill chemicals since the MSDS sheets indicate that the material is flammable and a possible fire involving this material is not extinguished by water.

· Include a map of environmentally sensitive areas into which a spill might migrate and how these spills will be handled according to environmental sensitivity of the area.

· Include how hazardous waste will be removed from site and authorizations that are necessary for hazardous waste removal.

The NWB is pleased that Noranda Inc. has a mandate to maintain a “zero-impact” exploration program.
