The Nunavut Water Board received two applications for two-year permit renewals on February 2, 2000 from Cambiex Exploration Inc. for exploratory drilling and exploration camp facilities.  Both permits expire on February 14, 2000.  As stated in a letter from Cambiex on January 18, 2000, these permit renewals are essentially long-term extensions.  This letter  also states, “During 2000, Cambiex intends to conduct exploration activites which are consistent with activities which were previously approved under these licenses.”

In accordance with Articles 12 and 13 of the Agreement Between the Inuit of the Nunavut Settlement Area and Her Majesty the Queen in Right of Canada, these projects shall be screened by the Nunavut Impact Review Board to determine whether they have significant impact potential, and whether they require review, before the applications can be processed by the Nunavut Water Board.  

NWB2WOL9800 and NWB2WIN9800 were screened through BHP Diamonds Inc.’s application for a KIA Land Use Permit under NIRB File #99EA153 in February, 1999.  Both files were also screened under NIRB File #97W02N058 in December, 1997.

Due to the lack of changes, we do not believe that these renewals require screening at this point.  However, we would like to receive confirmation to this effect before proceeding with the application process.
