Dear Ms. Briscoe:

Thank you for your letter of February 6, 2001 regarding the construction of a gravel road and river crossing in or around Pelly Bay. I understand that the proponent of these two projects has filed land use permit applications with the Department of Indian and Northern Affairs Canada, and that these are presently being screened by the Nunavut Impact Review Board.

At this time, the Nunavut Water Board (NWB) cannot comment on these specific projects as no application for a water licence has been filed with this Board. However, I wish to point out that pursuant to S. 13.7.1 of the Nunavut Land Claims Agreement, “no person may use water or dispose of waste into water without the approval of the NWB”. It appears from your letter that both the construction of a permanent gravel road and the river crossing you are referring to may involve the deposit of waste into water, and that as such, the proponent should be aware, by copy of this letter, that a NWB approval may be required. We also assume from your letter that what is described as “the second river crossing” is distinct from a previous application for river crossing previously approved by the NWB (Licence NWB4ALI0001 issued September 19, 2000).
