PART A:	SCOPE, DEFINITIONS & ENFORCEMENT

Compliance with the terms and conditions of this approval does not absolve the Permittee from responsibility for compliance with all applicable legislation, guidelines, or directives.


 


This approval is issued subject to the conditions contained herein with respect to the taking of water and the depositing of waste of any type in any waters or in any place under any conditions where such waste or any other waste that results from the deposits of such waste may enter any waters, and with respect to any other impacts of the Permittee’s activities on water quality, quantity or flow, including surface drainage.





The Permittee shall maintain a copy of this permit at the sites of operation at all times.





Enforcement





Subject to Part A, Item 4 (iv), failure to comply with this permit will be a violation of the Northwest Territories Water Act, exposing the Permittee to the enforcement measures and the penalties provided for in the Act.


Subject to Part A, Item 4 (iv), all inspection and enforcement services regarding this permit will be provided by inspectors appointed under the Northwest Territories Water Act.


Subject to Part A, Item 4 (iv), inspectors appointed under the Northwest Territories Water Act enjoy-with respect to this permit, and for the purpose of enforcing this permit, and with respect to the use of water and deposit or discharge of waste by the licensee-all powers, privileges and protections that are conferred upon them by the Northwest Territories Water Act or by other applicable law.


To the extent that the Northwest Territories Water Act is, subsequent to the issuance of this permit, replaced with respect to water management in Nunavut by other federal legislation (including, without limitation, a regulation or order referred to in Section 10.10.2 of the Nunavut Land Claims Agreement), and to the extent that the other federal legislation is consistent with the Nunavut Land Claims Agreement, the other federal legislation shall apply with respect to this permit and the Northwest Territories Water Act shall cease to apply with respect to this permit. 








PART B:	GENERAL CONDITIONS 





The NWB shall be notified of any changes in operating plans or conditions associated with this project at least thirty (30) days prior to any such change.  





PART C:	CONDITIONS FOR THE USE AND PROTECTION OF WATER:





1.	The Permittee shall ensure that all instream activity is carried out during the low water period.





The Permittee shall restrict instream activity between May 1st and September 15th to avoid period of Arctic Char migration. 





3.	Machinery is not permitted to travel up the riverbed and fording of the river is to be kept to a minimum as outlined in the application.  Fording of the river shall be limited to one general area.





4.	The Permittee shall ensure that the river crossing is located to minimize approach grades. 





5.	The Permittee shall stabilize approaches during construction and upon completion of the project, to control runoff, erosion and subsequent siltation in the river.





6.	The Permittee shall ensure that pollutants from machinery fording the crossing do not enter the river.





7.	The Permittee shall ensure that all fill materials used is from an approved source and shall be free of contaminants.





8.	The Permittee shall remove any obstruction to the natural drainage caused by any part of the project.





9.	The Permittee shall ensure that bank and riverbed disturbance is minimized.





10.	The Permittee shall not cut any river bank or remove any material from below the ordinary high water mark of any river unless authorized by the NWB.





11.	Mechanized clearing is not permitted within thirty (30) metres of the normal high water mark of a watercourse in order to maintain a vegetative mat for bank stabilization.





12.	The Permittee shall not deposit or permit the deposit of sediments into any water body.





13.	Equipment storage holding areas should be located on gravel, sand or other durable land in order to minimize impacts on surface drainage.





14.	The Permittee shall designate an area for the deposition of excavated and stockpiled materials not within thirty (30) metres of the high water mark of any water body.





15.	To minimize impacts on surface drainage, the Permittee shall prepare all sites in such manner as to prevent rutting of the ground surface.





	16.	The Permittee shall not remove any equipment or vehicles unless the ground surface is in a state capable of fully supporting the equipment or vehicles without rutting or gouging. Overland travel of equipment or vehicles shall cease if rutting occurs.





	17.	The Permittee shall adopt such measures as required to control erosion by surface disturbances and shall be required to undertake any corrective measures in the event of any impacts on surface drainage as a result of the Permittee’s operations.





	18.	Debris/construction material shall not be dragged or skidded across watercourses, and all slash and debris is to be disposed of above the high water mark so that it does not enter the water.





	19.	The Permittee shall ensure compliance with section 36 of the Fisheries Act, which requires that no person shall deposit of a deleterious substance of any type in water frequented by fish or in any place under any conditions where deleterious substance may enter such water body.





The Permittee shall construct and maintain all structures placed in rivers frequented by fish, in such a manner that will not obstruct passage of fish in accordance with Section 20 of the Fisheries Act.





The Fisheries Act prohibits the harmful alteration, disruption or destruction of fish habitat. No construction or disturbance of any river, lakebed or banks of any definable watercourse is permitted unless formally authorized by the Department of Fisheries and Oceans.   








The Permittee is prohibited from using material other than clean ice or snow to construct temporary crossing over any ice-covered watercourse.





The Permittee shall remove all snow fills from the river-crossing prior to spring break-up.





PART D:	CONDITIONS APPLYING TO WASTE DISPOSAL:





	1.	All solid waste including all scrap metal, discarded machinery and parts, and other bulky material shall be backhauled and disposed of to an approved landfill site. 





	2.	Areas designated for temporary waste disposal shall not be located within thirty (30) metres of the ordinary high water mark of any body of water, unless otherwise authorized. All garbage and debris shall be temporarily disposed of in a overed metal container.  	





The Permittee shall not deposit any waste in any body of water, or on the banks thereof, which may impair the quality, quantity, or flow of water. 





The Permittee shall ensure that the impact area is kept clean and tidy at all times.	








PART E:	CONDITIONS APPLYING TO SPILL PREVENTION AND CONTINGENCY PLANNING 





Prior to construction, the Permittee shall submit to the NWB for approval a spill contingency plan in accordance with the Northwest Territories Water Board “Guidelines for Contingency Planning” (1987). 





If, during the duration of this permit, an unauthorized discharge of waste occurs, or if such a discharge is foreseeable, the Permittee shall:


Employ the Contingency Plan;


Report the incident immediately to the 24-Hour Spill Line at (867) 920-8130; and 


Submit to the Inspector a detailed report on each occurrence no later than thirty (30) days after initially reporting the event. 











The Permittee shall ensure that vehicle and equipment maintenance and servicing shall be conducted only in designated areas and shall implement special procedures to manage fluids, waste and contain potential spills.





The Permittee shall take all reasonable precautions to prevent the possibility of migration of spilled petroleum fuel or chemicals over the ground surface.





The Permittee shall ensure that any chemicals, fuel or wastes associated with the project do not enter waters frequented by fish. All sumps and fuel caches shall be located a minimum of thirty (30) metres from the normal high water mark and in such manner that no fuel can enter any such water body.





The Permittee shall examine regularly all fuel and chemical storage containers for leaks, all leaks should be repaired immediately. 














  














PART F:	CONDITIONS APPLYING TO ABANDONMENT AND RESTORATION:





Upon abandonment, the Permittee shall remove all scrap metal, discarded machinery and parts, barrels and kegs, buildings and building material.





The Permittee shall complete all clean-up and restoration of the land prior to the expiry of this permit.





The Permittee shall undertake progressive restoration for any components of the project which are no longer required for operations.








The Permittee shall remove any obstruction to natural drainage caused by any part of this project. 





The Permittee shall ensure that all disturbed areas are stabilized upon completion of the project.





The Permittee shall commence and foster revegetation. 





Within thirty (30) days upon expiration of this approval, the Permittee shall submit to the Nunavut Water Board and to the Inspector a summary report of activities, water quality data, abandonment and restoration of the site, and list of unauthorized spills and follow-up action taken. Include where possible photographic evidence for clarification.
