C-NGO Arctic Zinc Project 2002

Final year of a field investigation in the Cornwallis district, central Arctic archipelago, Nunavut that started the summer of 2000.  It has as a primary goal new detailed investigations of areas with known zinc mineralization.

2002 Study Area: Parts of NTS 1:250,000 sheets 38B, 48A, 59B, 68H, 58C.

Field work: June 15 – August 15, 2002

Staging area: Resolute Bay (PCSP Base)

Base camp:  mobile tent camp would be established at several sites on Cornwallis Island. Our temporary camp would consist of 5 small sleeping tents, and a kitchen/office tent. The only machinery in camp would be Honda 4-wheelers, and a Honda generator to power a computer. Camp would be completely assembled and disassembled at the start and end of the field season.

Daily activities: geological foot traverses; bedrock sampling (fist-sized pieces); geological compilation of data with desktop computers in camp; no chemicals required.

Fuel: We will need to keep a small supply of gasoline (5 x 5 gallon jugs) for use with Hondas.  Fuel will be stored away from any running water.
