The Committee Bay project is  presently in the third fiscal year of a 3-year geological mapping project on the northeastern mainland of Nunavut which started in 2000, and has a primary goal of producing new bedrock and surficial materials map coverages for the following NTS 1:250 000-scale map areas; 56J   Walker Lake, 56K   Laughland Lake, 56O   Arrowsmith River, 56P   Ellice Hills.  The current years work will focus on 56P, but we will also  conduct follow-up work on 56J and 56O. Staging area: Repulse Bay.  Daily activities: foot traverses with helicopter drop-offs and pick-ups; bedrock sampling (fist-sized pieces); compilation of data with computers in camp; no chemicals required.
