Executive Summary

The Hope Bay Joint Venture (HBJV), which consists of Miramar Hope Bay Ltd. and Hope Bay Gold Corporation Inc., were assigned water licence NWB4WEI0002 in correspondence dated March 10, 2000 by the Nunavut Water Board.  The licence expires on April 1, 2002 and the Hope Bay Joint Venture is applying for a renewal of this licence.  

This licence renewal covers the Construction, operation and removal of ‘V-Notch Weir’ located at latitude 67 degrees 39 minutes North and Longitude 106 degrees 22 Minutes West.  The description of the undertaking for this licence renewal can be summarized as follows: “This application is for the renewal of the existing water licence which will ensure the existing licence remains in good standing until such time as future plans for the Boston area are more clearly defined specific to this licence and long term activity in the Boston project area. There is no water use or waste disposal associated with this licence renewal.

The Hope Bay Joint Venture suggests that existing terms and conditions be carried over to the renewed licence. The licence renewal is seen as a continuation of current activities. There are no expected changes to operating plans, or activities in the licenced location and as such, there are no environmental impacts expected as a result of this licence renewal.

We are requesting  a five (5) year licence renewal, which will provide the time necessary to assist the Hope Bay project to move forward to an operating mine, providing significant benefits to Nunavut in general and the Kitkmeot Region in particular.
