The Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB or the Board) is in receipt of a letter from the
Kitikmeot Inuit Association (KIA) dated June 11, 2007. Among other things, KIA
requests more time for scoping and to comment on intervener funding matters.

Based on KIA’s request, the Board has decided to extend the deadlines for scoping and
funding comments to July 13, 2007. It is always NIRB’s desire to have all Parties
comment on scope and this deadline applies to any person or body on NIRB’s
distribution list. Further to this point, the Board would like to note that the deadlines
noted in its June 4, 2007 letter did apply to all Parties who may wish to comment on the
proposed scope of project (we apologize if that point may have not been clear).

Fisheries Joint Management Committee.
