Project name: Canadian Arctic Research Expedition 2008

Purpose:

To promote global awareness on the environmental causes and to educate young people around the world about this fascinating region.

Methods:

We will use the following methods to fulfill the above purposes.

1.
Traversing Nunavut from Resolute up north toward Ward Hunt Island and collecting on the way snow and air samplings for analysis, which will show how clean the region’s environment is compared with the Japanese one.  The results will also help promoting global awareness among the students on the fact that the environmental issues are often connected on a global scale, not just local issues.

2.
Communicating real-time with students in Japan via satellite phone about our experiences in the Canadian Arctic.

3.
Providing an opportunity for the students to engage in questions-and-answers sessions with experts on the web (http://global-edventure.net).

Mode of transportation:

Except for transportation from Ward Hunt Island or in case of emergency situation, we will be cross-country skiing with sleds.   We will not rely on motive power. 

Expected duration of activity:

The duration of our research activities in Nunavut is expected to be between March 6, 2008 and June 10, 2008.  Please note that this project “Canadian Arctic Research Expedition 2008” is the third leg of “Global EdVenture” project, the first done in Greenland from March to June 2004.  As the name “Global EdVenture (Education + Adventure)” indicates, this project is about educating young people around the world about the global environmental, ecological issues.  This is done by an international team of young people actually traveling the globe longitudinally, collaborating environmental research with scientists, and making first-hand reports from the field to the students of pilot schools.
