Good day Evan, sorry for the delay in responding to your email.  My suggestion would be to file an
application with us, along with your supporting documentation.  We can then do a better
assessment on whether or not a water licence is required.  Normally any use of water or deposition
of waste requires a licence.  If any culverts are proposed this would also trigger a DFO
Authorization.  If the road extends beyond the Hamlet boundaries then NPC would be required to do
a conformity.  This would also involve the Nunavut Impact review Board.  I hope this information
helps.
