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Licence Conditions for Commercial Wildlife Licence CW 000362, issued to Kitikmeot Foods Limited (as represented by Monique Giroux, Manager) of Cambridge Bay, Nunavut for the harvest of Muskoxen in 2009/2010.

1) This licence is issued to the proponent in response to a proposal received by the Department of Environment.  A copy of this proposal is attached.

2) These conditions are attached to the licence pursuant to the authority of section 30 of the Wildlife Act.  The licence is subject to these terms and conditions.

3) The proponent is authorized to harvest up to 350 muskoxen, as allocated to them by the Ekalututiak Hunters and Trappers Association.

4) The proponent’s proposal, states that “Hunters will be instructed to harvest both males and females but avoid the young of the year and the largest bulls”.  A condition of this licence is that if young of the year are not harvested, then the females (mother of the calf) accompanying the young of the year are also not to be harvested.

5) If adhering to Condition #4 poses difficulties for the proponent in obtaining sufficient number of muskoxen, and the proponent wishes to harvest females that are accompanied by young of the year, then a condition of this licence is that the young of the year (calves of the mothers) also be harvested.

6) The proponent must keep individual records for all harvested muskoxen, including all of the following information and provide this information to the local Conservation Officer within 7 days of harvest.
a. Herd size

b. Estimated age

c. Sex

d. General Condition

e. Location of kill

f. Date of kill
g. Female condition: pregnant, lactating, both, or neither

h. Any signs/conditions of disease
7) The proponent must provide a summary report describing the overall project, and including such details observations of other wildlife in the area of the abattoir facility within 3 months of completing the harvest.
8) The proponent must collect the following samples:

a. A 2- to 3-square inch section of hide from all harvested muskoxen;

b. Feces from all harvested muskoxen;

c. The entire lungs from 30 harvested muskoxen.  Ideally, lungs should be gathered from 2 or 3 muskoxen per group harvested (i.e., from different herd groups and areas).
d. For all discarded/condemned carcasses due to disease, the proponent must document the animal’s condition (as specified in item 6h above) and collect a sample of the affected tissue(s) for submission to the Canadian Cooperative Wildlife Health Centre.

Each of these samples must be labeled with the tag number and kept frozen until delivered to the Conservation Officer within 7 days of harvest.  Should the proponent have any questions about this condition, they are requested to contact officials of the department for specific details and advice on the collection and holding of these samples.  Sampling protocols and kits will be provided by the GN-DoE to the proponent.

9) Technical staff from both the Government of Nunavut Department of Environment and from the Canadian Department of Agriculture and Agri-foods Canada will be in site during part or all of the harvest and processing operation.  These staff will be providing assistance in the collection of samples, and will be collecting additional tissue samples as well, including blood/serum, feces, cranial skin, tongue, diaphragm, liver, tonsils, reproductive organs, lymph nodes, ileum, and abomasums.  This sampling will be coordinated with the proponent so as to cause minimal interference with the harvest and processing operation.  The proponent will cooperate with technical staff in this work, and must provide a reasonable level of assistance as required.

10) All harvesting and handling of muskoxen and waste material is to be conducted according to the proposal, these conditions, and the Wildlife Act and Regulations.

11) Additional conditions attached to this permit include the attached package of conditions and comments from the Nunavut Impact Review Board.  Note that the Nunavut impact Review board has already provided this package directly to the proponent.
