Project scope and description

Timing and general description

Stornoway Ventures is planning a broad-based regional till sampling program on its newly acquired land position in the greater Coronation Gulf area of Nunavut ( see attached map ).

The program is designed to be effective in ground coverage, and minimal with respect to personnel environment and infrastructure requirements.

The primary focus of the program is the collection of till samples within the area of interest (see attached map). Approximately 2500 to 3000 samples are anticipated to be collected. A secondary possibility contingent on data accumulation is diamond drilling. While not anticipated at this time it may well be a possibility should ongoing results warrant. It is possible up to 20 targets may be developed over the course of the sampling program. Of course at this point in the planning stage, exact locations are unknown.

For the majority of the sampling program, all work will be carried out on foot. The helicopter will be used to shuttle the sampling crews to their respective areas of work where the samplers then walk a pre-arranged traverse. The helicopter remains in contact with the crews and acts as an emergency vehicle should that need arise. Every effort will be made to minimize any conceivable disturbance of wildlife. If by chance the sampling crews discover any archaeological site or artifacts that area will be identified and documented. Any and all materials will be preserved in their original location and condition.

Stornoway’s focused area of interest lies within NTS sheets 86 O/P ( see attached maps with NTS zones, and proposed camp locations ). The aggregate center of the work coverage area is the Kikerk Lake area.

With the ground area to be covered being quite extensive, a total of three camps are proposed. These would be totally dismantled and demobilized upon leaving each site. The size of the camps would consist of four 16’ X 20’ tents. Water requirements would be quite minimal, estimation of 100 litres per day for consumption, cooking and washing.

Final camp locations will depend on the conditions of the spring thaw, but will likely be within 10 kilometres of the following coordinates: (note, coordinates in decimal degrees)

Camp 1: 15 kilometres west of Kiglikavik (Inulik) lake at 66/20’lat and 113/20’long.

Camp 2: 15 kilometres northwest of Kikerk Lake at 67/20’lat and 113/20’ long.

Camp 3 West of Tree River at 67/20’lat and 112/20’long.

Camp and the associated waste will be handled in accordance with acceptable guidelines. Paper, food scraps and other burnable waste products will be incinerated regularly in a burn barrel. Waste which hasn’t burnt completely or that is unburnable will be kept in sealed 5 gallon pails and then backhauled to Yellowknife for proper disposal. This will occur on regularly scheduled service flights throughout the program.

Greywater, blackwater and possibly drill cuttings will be held in sumps which will be backfilled upon completion of the program.

All camp associated materials, fuel drums, etc will be removed from each respective campsite upon completion of our land use in that area. Nothing will remain at any site. Also, should any of the sampling crew come across old fuel drums, etc left behind from other land users, every effort will be made to remove that material along with our obligations.
