Ashton Mining filed a new application

 REF datefiled August 18, 2000 for water use and waste disposal associated with exploratory drilling for diamonds.  Ashotn would like to conduct a drill program using a helicopter protable drill rig, which will test rock to see if it is kimberlite.  water use and waste disposal associated with exploratory drilling for diamonds. Ashton would like to conduct a drill program using a helicopter portable drill rig, which will test rock to see if it is kimberlite. They intend to drill a total of 9 holes covering 3 different locations east of Kiglikavik Lake.  

Ashton already has a permit, NWB2KIG0002,  that covers an exploration camp south of Kiglikavik Lake, NWB2KIG0002.  The camp from NWB2KIG0002 will be used for this new application, as it is only 20 kilometres south of the new program.  Rather than issue a new permit, the exploratory drilling can be covered by an amendment to NWB2KIG0002.

This application was sent to NIRB for screening.  NIRB determined that the application could be processed without a review.
