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NOTES:
1. The designs are based on the contour information shown on these drawings. It is

however the Contractor's responsibility to confirm that the contours are a fair reflection of

the ground levels in the vicinity of the works, and to advise the Construction Manager and

Engineer of any differences.

2. The co-ordinate system is UTM NAD 83, Zone 13.

3. All dimensions are in metric units, unless specifically mentioned.

4. All drawings are scaled appropriately for D-Size construction drawings. Scales may not be

correct if these drawings are reproduced and presented in any other size format.

5. The Engineer will provide the Construction Manager and Contractor with digital design

files for setting out the works. The Engineer will instruct the Contractor to survey random

spot checks to confirm whether the works have been set out correctly.

6. All engineering specifications for execution of the works are listed on the drawings or

references to external documents are provided.

7. The Contractor and Construction Manager shall familiarize themselves with all

appropriate Licences and/or Permits petaining to execution of the Works. The Engineer

will not be responsible for any infringements.

8. The Contractor is to take due care that no wildlife or birds' nest are disturbed during

contruction. The Construction Manager is to be immediately notified if such sites are

found.

9. The Contractor will employ best practices to identify archaelogical sites, and maintain

archaelogical site exclusion boundaries of 30m minimum radius from any of these works.

10. These works must be executed in accordance with the standard HBML health and

safety, and enviromental standards and protocols.  It is the Contractors responsibility to

familiarize himself with these documents.
