Preliminary Notes on the Deficiencies of the Jericho Diamonds Report:

After a cursory read of the project description and its plans with very little time spent on the actual impact assessment, here are a couple of suggestions for Tahera:

· Tahera should avoid duplication and make sure all the information provided makes sense and is clear, concise, complete and accurate. I found myself searching from report to report- from text to table to find out the little details in order to get a understanding of the project.  Having the documents on CD would help because then I would be able to search the disk for the info. When the info is found but it doesn’t jive with what has already been read—confusion is the end result. 

· Ensure that water balance table is complete and cited correctly in all areas of the report. Currently different parts of the report give conflicting information, such as the Executive Summary states that plant use will be 30 cubic metres/day and in other volumes, it is 30 cubic metres/hour. If one calculates the total water use of the project, neither of these figures add up to what is included in the table 4.1-4.5 of Vol.3, Environmental Management Plan

· Provide a list of total granular resources needed and from which source, especially eskers.

· What are the exact pit dimensions?

· What is the projected cumulative road use of all projects using the winter road in NWT and Nunavut both now and for the life of the project? 

· Drawings should be certified and stamped by a professional Engineer, especially for dikes, holding cells, dams, solid waste facility, pit and underground mining design, etc.

· Feasibility of recycling water to the processing plant. Why was it not included in the proposal?

·  Provide electronic copies of Excel documents related to water quality (EIS tables 3.5-3.7, Figure 6.1 water quality monitoring sites, and Vol. 3 Env. Mgmt Plan Tables 4.6, as well as tables on predicted nitrogen levels.

· Is the EIS scanned? Having the information on CD would be useful.
