A small stream appears to be still carrying TSS at N640 18’ 19.8” W950 57’ 14.7”. Representative stated mitigation measures will be installed in this area.
NP1 West Diversion Ditch
The culvert connecting NP1 and NP2 Lakes situated under the Vault Haul road has been repaired to the satisfaction of the Inspector. (photo 3)
The location previous had reportable spills for TSS exceedances.
The Representative indicated on going monitoring at this location will be completed as per the Freshet Action Plan.
