	Spill line employer: This is being reported by Agnico Eagle by due diligence, as cause and ownership of the spill is undetermined at this point. A visible sheen patch in the water was first observed in proximity to the MT Kivalliq W. vessel. Investigation into the source of the sheen was immediately initiated and the Emergency Response Plan was preventively initiated. Ship-to-shore fuel transfer was also stopped. Fuel line and tanker boat were thoroughly inspected and showed no sign of leakage. Boats were deployed to investigate the sheen. No fuel smell could be detected and nothing was absorbed by the various petroleum absorbent pads deployed. Initial petroleum/oil test strips were negative. The source and cause of the sheen is still under investigation. The sheen patch is being transported South/West due to currents and winds. Environmental samples were collected and will be shipped for analysis.
