During the routine internal sampling of the ST-8 discharge point a sample was collected and brought back to the AEM Environment lab for analysis,
during the analysis an elevated turbidity result was recorded. As a result additional confirmatory samples were collected. The confirmatory samples
also indicated turbidity was elevated. As a result the discharge to the environment was stopped as a precaution and water is being redirected to on
site water management infrastructure. A TSS sample was collected at prior to the discharge being stopped and will be sent to an external lab for

K analysis. Additional samples were collected after the discharge was redirected into the water management infrastructure and will be sent to an
external lab for evaluation for water license criteria and effluent toxicity.
