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1. INTRODUCTION 

1.1 Context 

Agnico Eagle Mines Limited (AEM) is committed to remediating areas impacted by current exploration and 
production activities at the Meliadine mine site in the Kivalliq Region of Nunavut. To comply with this 
objective, Qikiqtaaluk Environmental (QE) was retained to provide on-site repackaging, labelling, inventory 
and off-site disposal of hazardous and non-hazardous waste from the Meliadine site for the 2020 season.  

From September 2 to September 9, 2020, QE provided an Environmental Quality Assurance Specialist to 
ensure the on-site repackaging, identification, labelling, and documentation of hazardous waste for off-
site shipment met applicable regulatory requirements. Mr. Yvon Beaudoin and Mr. Jacques D’Amour, 
HAZMAT1 Specialists, conducted the fieldwork. The work was carried out at the Meliadine location.  

Photographs of the on-site fieldwork are presented in Appendix A. 

 
1  Hazardous materials 
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2. TRANSPORT AND DISPOSAL  

Hazardous waste from the Meliadine site was shipped in September 2020 via one sealift from Rankin Inlet 
to the Port of Becancour in the Province of Quebec. 

At the port, hazardous and non-hazardous waste was managed by QE and Terminaux Portutaires du 
Quebec (QSL) on behalf of AEM before being transported to MELCC1-authorized disposal facilities.  

A total of 162 (20 ft) and 4 (40 ft) hazardous waste marine containers were transported to Solva-Rec 
Environnement inc. (Solva-Rec), Terrapure and Métaux Depot. In addition, 21 (20 ft) marine containers 
containing used tires were transported to Revalorisation TPOL Inc, and 14 (20 ft) marines containers 
containing domestic garbage or expired food waste were transported to Service Matrec. 

These companies are all registered companies or disposal facilities located in the Province of Quebec.
