Subject: Reference to 2012 Work Plan in Type A Water Licence Application

On December 20, 2011, Baffinland Iron Mines Ltd. submitted an application for a Type
B Water Licence as part a 2012 work plan proposed to be undertaken during 2012. In
light of the Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB) decision regarding this 2012 work
plan (March 5, 2012), Baffinland deferred all pre-development work for the Mary River
Project and officially withdrew the application for a Type B Water Licence as per
correspondence sent to the Nunavut Water Board (NWB) on March 30, 2012.

The facilities to be constructed during the 2012 Work Plan were:

1) Essential for mobilization of equipment and material at the site, and,
2) Required for the initial construction period.

Therefore, Baffinland recognized that all facilities included in the proposed 2012 work
plan would remain in use for most of the construction period. As a result, there is
redundancy between the Type A Licence Application (submitted as part of the Final
Environmental Impact Statement) and the Type B Water Licence Application submitted
on December 20 as part of the 2012 Work Plan.

Baffinland points out that the proposed activities for the 2012 work plan are planned to
take place during the early construction period. The only activity described in the 2012
Work Plan application that will not be carried out is the construction of a land-based
construction of a 49 person camp at Steensby Inlet (with its associated sewage
treatment facility). All other facilities will be constructed during the early construction
period.
