Good afternoon Christopher:

In response to your email below in which the Nunavut Planning Commission (NPC) indicated that it is seeking
confirmation from the Nunavut Water Board (NWB or Board) and the Qikiqgtani Inuit Association (QIA) with respect
to the authorizing processes for the modified Baffinland proposal (Mary River Project — Early Revenue Phase
Proposal), the NWB can affirm that currently it has not received from Baffinland Iron Mines Corporation (BIMC) any
water licence related application (new, amendment or modification application) that separately, specifically or directly
targets the scope of the Mary River Project-Early Revenue Phase Proposal.

Further, the proposal for the Mary-River Project — Early Revenue Phase is proceeding through the NIRB and the NPC
processes that are still ongoing; therefore, in the absence of any determination resulting from those processes, the
NWB cannot confirm with certainty if and whether any changes will be required for any water licence application(s)
before the Board and/or water licences that have been issued to overall project.

Taking the above-mentioned reasons into consideration, the NWB is automatically unable to act as an authorizing
entity at this stage for the proposal in question; however, the NWB is of the understanding that its situation is unlikely
to preclude the NPC from undertaking its Land Use Conformity Determination in accordance with s.11.4.4 (k) of the
NLCA.
