SUMMARY 

The rail crosses an unnamed seasonal stream at CV-110-1 (also referred to as Sheardown Lake ï Tributary 12)  that drains northwest to Sheardown Lake approximately 200 m downstream from 
the rail centreline. The crossing is at a permanent barrier  (a boulder field on a steep incline with several large vertical drops)  that extends from 20 m upstream to approximately 100 m 
downstream of the centreline. This stream is also crossed by the existing Mine Site landfill access road approximately 200 m upstream and by another section of the rail at CV-110-4, 
approximately 720 m upstream.  
 
Due to the permanent barrier there is no fish habitat at the rail crossing.
