During operations at Whale Tail Mine a haul truck was parked at the IVR parking when the hydraulic line failed. As a result, ~200L of hydraulic oil to leak onto the

ground. The haul truck was shut down to stop the leaking. A heavy equipment was deployed to scrape the area where the spill occurred. All contaminated materials
will be removed and brought to the Whale Tail Landfarm. The spill did not occur in an active excavation or deposition area.
K | The spill remained within the mine operations footprint. There were no off-site impacts or discharges. Distance to the closest water body is 700m to Lake A113.
