During this maneuver, the dozer blade struck and damaged the fuel tank’s wigging attachment, resulting in a diesel spill of
approximately 200 liters onto the pad surface. A heavy equipment unit was immediately deployed to scrape and remove the affected area. All contaminated
material was collected and transported to the Whale Tail Landfarm for proper disposal. The spill occurred within an active deposition area.
