Dear Parties:

The Nunavut Water Board (NWB) held a pre-hearing conference (PHC) on the above noted application via telephone on April 25, 2001. Participants included representatives of the Hope Bay Joint Venture (HBJV), the Kitikmeot Inuit Association (KIA), the Department of Fisheries and Oceans (DFO), Environment Canada (EC), the Department of Indian and Northern Affairs Canada (DIAND), the Nunavut Department of Sustainable Development (DSD), and Mr. John Brodie, an independent expert retained by the NWB. 

During the PHC, one of the questions the NWB asked participants was whether the NWB should hold an oral or written hearing before approving this application for licence renewal. While several parties, including HBJV, told the NWB that it should process the application by way of a written hearing, other participants believed that potential acid rock drainage (ARD) problems raised by DFO and KIA in earlier submissions, and in Mr. Brodie’s site visit report of July 26, 2000, had to be validated before the Board could settle on the hearing format. Mr. Hugh Wilson, Environmental Manager for HBJV, indicated that more recent information on ARD at Boston could be found in a report entitled “Acid Rock Drainage Characterization” prepared by Rescan Environmental Services Ltd. in February 1999. However, some parties were not aware of this report and asked the NWB to choose the hearing format only after all interested parties had the opportunity to review new data.

HBJV agreed at the PHC to make available to the NWB and interested parties, by May 11, 2001, a copy of Rescan’s ARD report, along with a brief report from Larry Connell, consultant for HBJV, summarizing current ARD information on hand with HBJV for the Boston site. For convenience, please inform Mr. Wilson directly if you wish to receive a copy of these documents.  On a different issue, Mr. Wilson also confirmed at the PHC that they would file with the NWB its updated Abandonment and Restoration Plan for Boston, including the cost estimate, by May 31, 2001. This Plan will also be copied to interested parties as soon as available.

In addition, as agreed by the NWB staff during the PHC, we have compiled a list of reports filed on the NWB public registry since the issuance of licence NWB1BOS9801 in July 1998. Some of these documents may provide additional information on ARD. We note that some of these reports have previously been copied to you, and we ask you to verify the titles listed on the attached form against the reports you already have in your files, and identify from that list the reports you are missing and would like to receive. Please return the form to Rita Becker by telecopier at (867) 360-6369 before 5:00 p.m. MT April 27, 2001, indicating your complete address for speedy delivery. To avoid unnecessary duplication and waste, we ask you to manage and coordinate your copy requirements through a single contact person within your agency.

We propose to give interested parties a period of 30 days, commencing when all additional documents dealing with ARD have been submitted, to review the information on ARD and tell the Board whether an oral or written hearing should be held, and whether the issue of ARD, or any other water or waste related matter relevant to the renewal of the current licence relative to the NWB’s jurisdiction, should be dealt with at the hearing. After the 30-day deadline, the NWB will make its decision and determine the closing date for final submissions and replies.

Finally, we ask parties who have not participated in the PHC to formally notify the NWB in writing, before 5:00 p.m. MT April 27, 2001 that they wish to remain on the distribution list. We also ask all parties to inform the NWB by the same cut-off date if these proposed steps are acceptable.
