Dear Sir:

The Nunavut Water Board (“NWB”) has reviewed the Boston Gold Project, 2003 Annual Report under Water License NWB1BOS0106, submitted by letter dated March 24, 2004.  The NWB would like to thank Miramar Hope Bay Limited for providing the additional information contained in a letter dated May 4, 2004 which addressed concerns of earlier reviews of the monthly submissions.
The annual report was distributed for review and comment to all interested persons on May 25, 2004.
During 2003, the Boston Gold Project camp located at Spyder Lake, was operated from February 28, 2003 through to October 15, 2003.  Monthly reports were received for the operational period, however the Licence requires a report to be submitted on a monthly basis and is not dependent on activity. Sampling and monitoring for the Licence is required during periods of flow at all stations.
During the monitoring period, the sewage effluent station was noted to have exceeded the Licence limits with respect to total suspended solids, biological oxygen demand and total coliforms.  These data and the concerns expressed by the reviewers were discussed by the Licensee in the letter noted above.  No operational changes were included in the letter, however it was indicated that the issue of treatment and discharge should be considered for the next licensing renewal to be initiated in early 2005.
In addition to the concerns above, it should be noted that information and data was not included within the Annual Report with respect to the following;

1) Nutrient sampling and monitoring;  Stations 1652-2, 3 and 4 all require the monitoring of nutrients which include total phosphorus, ortho-phosphorus, Total Nitrogen and nitrate/nitrite.  No nutrient data was included within the monthly or annual reports.

2) Field data; the Surveillance Network Program includes a final note that requires the collection of field data during sampling and is to include field pH, sample temperature as well as ambient wind and weather conditions at the time of sampling.  This information has not been included.
3) QA/QC data; no data has been submitted according to the QA/QC Plan that includes the analysis of field blanks, replicate sampling and certified reference material in order to assess accuracy, precision and field contamination during the monitoring process.
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If the above information is available, the NWB kindly requests that the data be included along with the 2004 Annual Report under Part B, Item 7(p) of licence NWB1BOS0106.
The NWB anticipates receipt of the 2004 annual report which is to be received by the NWB no later than March 31st, 2005.  Within this report, as many of the concerns and omissions noted above should be addressed and included where necessary.
