I am writing with respect to the email and attachments sent to Rita Becker on Dec 12, 2001 regarding an application for the establishment of a Solid Waste Disposal Facility on IOL lands at the Boston site.

In its decision of October 5, 2001 (Boston licence renewal 2001), the Board ruled on the issue of solid waste disposal "that the establishment of a solid waste facility on site as proposed by HBJV cannot be envisaged in the new licence until proper applications are filed with both the NWB and the KIA, which application shall be screened under Article 12 of the NLCA before they can pr processed." Requirements for such an application are outlined at p. 37 of that decision.

Therefore, to ensure compliance with the Board's decision, an application for amendment should be filed in a timely manner so that both the environmental assessment and permitting processes can be completed before the next field season.
