Re: Maintenance of Part E – 6 Landfill in Water Licence - 2BB-BOS0712
I would like to thank the Nunavut Water Board for your recent letter, which maintains the possibility of constructing a land fill at the Boston exploration site.  The 2007 letter you cite was written before Newmont Mining Corporation purchased the Hope Bay Belt from the Miramar Mining Corporation late in 2007 and the water licences for Boston, Windy and Doris North were reassigned early in 2008.  If we had owned the site at that time that letter was written we would have simply indicated we were not planning to build a land fill at this time and have asked for the reporting to be deferred.
I think it is important that I discuss why Newmont Mining Corporation is not constructing the land fills in the Hope Bay Belt allowed by our water licences. The issue with landfills is not that they would not be useful to Newmont Mining Corporation, but rather that our land lord, the Kitikmeot Inuit Association does not want us to operate them.  As you are aware the Doris North water licence also allows for a landfill, but the KIA board has indicated to us that they do not want the company build the facility at this time.  We shall respect KIAs wishes.
Certainly if Newmont Mining Corporation could come to an agreement with KIA on an acceptable engineered design for a land fill that would meet their concerns and the criteria of our water licences then we would consider building them.  Until such a time that KIA agrees to a plan for land farm construction, Newmont Mining Corporation will not be building land fills at any of our camps even though they are currently allowed by the Water Licences.  That said we want to maintain the authorization in our water licences to build land fills in the future.
