Activities at the Boston camp during the month of May continued to be focused on advanced exploration activities within the Boston area. As reported last month the camp population remained at an estimated 50 personnel, all being involved in activities mentioned above. The camp was closed down for spring break-up on May 23rd.  

The Boston camp was shut down for the month of June and will not re-open until early July, as such, there are no reporting requirements for June 2001.

As per the amendment to the water licence in August 2000, water for all purposes is pumped from one pumping station, that being 1652-1a.  The licence allows for water use of 150 cubic metres per day.   There was no activity underground and hence nothing to report as per the attached table.
