Project Description

The purpose of the project is to collect baseline data in support of an Environmental Impact Statement being prepared for the Meliadine Gold Project.  The goal is to collect sufficient information to characterize the “before development” of areas likely to be impacted by the development of the mine.

Local roads will be used in Rankin Inlet to access the Itivia barge landing area with a boat and driver rented in town.  An Inuit assistant will be hired to participate in sample collection.

The Meliadine site is 25 km northwest of Rankin Inlet.  A helicopter contracted for exploration activities and located at the Meliadine site will be used to access areas to be sampled in the vicinity of the mine development.  An Inuit Assistant will provide support in taking samples and at the same time learn various sampling techniques.  

The existing Meliadine exploration camp will be used for accommodation as will a hotel in Rankin Inlet.  A reclamation plan has been filed for the Meliadine camp with the Nunavut Water Board.

Methodology
Standard environmental sampling techniques and equipment will be used to collect samples.  The sample location will be determined using a GPS.  Water samples will be collected by dipping a clean sampling bottle into the water board, or using a van dorn flask or its equivalent in deeper water.  Sediment samples will be collected using an Ekman dredge or its equivalent.  Rock and till samples will be collected using hammers and shovels, respectively.

Data

The immediate use of the data would be in the preparation of an Environmental Impact Statement for the Meliadine Gold Project.  Long term use of the data could include scientific papers by others.  The data will also serve to characterize the area sampled before development occurred. 

Reporting
The data will be reported as part of the Environmental Impact Statement, which will be distributed within the Kivalliq region.  This includes an Inuktitut summary, which will form part of the EIS.  

The environmental assessment process includes public consultation with communities in the regional (Kivalliq) and local study (Chesterfield Inlet, Rankin Inlet and Whale Cove) areas where the sampling and the results will be explained.  It is unlikely a paper will result from this work.

4.  Describe and attach documentation regarding community support or concerns for the proposed project:

	There has been wide spread community and the Nunavut government support for the Meliadine Gold Project.  

Since completing the purchase of Comaplex in early July 2010, AEM has held the following consultations sessions:
· From August 9 to August 31, eleven meetings were held in Rankin Inlet to familiarize local leaders with AEM and to update them on their preliminary plans for the Meliadine Gold Project.  Organizations that participated in the meetings included the Kivalliq Inuit Association, Kivalliq Chamber of Commerce, Hunters and Trappers Board, Mayor and Hamlet Council, Board of Directors for Sakku Investments, Lorne Kusugak, MLA, Shawn Maley of the Government of Nunavut Community  and Government Services.  AEM also participated in Kivalliq Socio Economic Monitoring Committee meeting;
· On September 15, 2010 AEM hosted a one day visit to the Meadowbank Mine by 40 community leaders and elders from Rankin Inlet, including the Mayor and Council, the Hunters and Trappers Organization, Community Elders (including a number that had worked underground at the Rankin Nickel mine in their younger days) and business leaders. The objective was to show the group the type of mining operation constructed and operated by AEM and to let them see for themselves the number of Inuit already employed at Meadowbank.  Comments from the elders included:
· My nieces and nephews works at Meadowbank, it makes my mind at ease, when young people are hired by AEM; 

· This is a very good expose of this tour, even the descriptions with the tour are very clear.  AEM is a good example for other mines;

· Thank you to AEM for the tour, if this is similar to what is going to happen with Meliadine Project, AEM works will prosper even more, because they work with the communities; and 

· When Inuit are hired, and the company works with communities, it makes everybody happy.
· On October 18, 2010 AEM hosted a dinner with invited community representatives and elders in Rankin Inlet at the Sinniktarvik Hotel. The dinner was an informal event to allow the community members to meet the management team from Agnico-Eagle Mines Limited and to ask about the current status of the Meliadine Project.  A total of 28 elders and community leaders attended the dinner; 
Finally, AEM has opened an office in Rankin Inlet thereby allowing individuals or groups to readily obtain information on the road and other aspects of the overall project.  AEM remains available to discuss the road with other interested parties and will look for feedback on its operation once constructed.
