Thanks for the clarification. Is there a typo in Table 3, last column (June 30), or do you have additional results for the last week of May and for the first 4 weeks of June? Also could you provide clarification on the
appropriate sample ID and results for the point of discharge from the Biodisk. I'm confused as to whether sampling point MEL-7 is at the effluent discharge point from the Biodisk unit or at the entry point of Meliadine
Lake approximately 50 m away. Sorry for the additional questions however concerns about sewage odors from the camp have been brought to my attention.

Additionally, since the last two sample results reported for fecal and total coliforms at station MEL-7 appear to be on the rise could you provide draft analytical results for June and July indicating the treatment system
is functioning properly and results have dropped below acceptable limits.

Hi Stephen,
The stations Mel-3 was to monitor the old greywater sump located north from the actual effluent. The greywater don’t pass by this point anymore.

For the Mel-3a and Mel-4, these stations are related to the water treatment did by the sump and wetland. As you can see in the Mel-7 table, we achieve the licence requirement with the Biodisk treatment (upstream) and you will see in
the June and July data (next report), the results are better.

For Mel-5 and 6, we have to sample the water before to release it and inform the inspector 10 days before the discharge. As wrote in the report, no effluent discharged in May.
