The Nunavut Water Board (NWB or Board) is in the process of completing the Preliminary
Technical Review (PTR or Review) of the above-mentioned application. However, before the
Board could finalize its review and distribute the application publicly, the NWB request that the
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Licensee confirm, at its earliest convenience, the amount of water that will be required under any
renewed licence issued: Block 13, Page 6 of the Water Licence Renewal Application Form, dated

October 18, 2012, states that a total of 62.5 cubic metres/per day (60 m® for drilling and 2.5 m? for
camp use) of water will be required under the renewed licence; however, Amendment No. 2 to the
existing Licence, 2BE-ANG0813, which was issued on July 21, 2010 allows for the use of 100

cubic metres per day (92 m? for drilling and 8 m® for camp use) of water. Further, Kivalliq
Energy Corp’s water Licence renewal cover letter, dated November 2, 2012, states that no change
in water use is contemplated under the 2012 water licence renewal Application.
