Susan,
| have had the opportunity to review your correspondence and submissions sent on Apr 4/12.

1. You asked for clarification on requirements for a "“final closure report”. While this is a term primarily
applied to the closure requirements under the land use permit, in your water licence, this requirement is
identified under Part B, item 2(iv) and Part H, item 3, where changes in operations (such as final closure
and reclamation activities) are to be reported and submitted with the Annual Report. This usually occurs
as a submission of a final closure plan/report as per an approved Abandonment and Restoration (A&R)
plan. Occasionally, this information is simply included in a detailed Annual Report.

Approved Plans become part of the licence and the terms are to be carried out by the Licensee (the
terms and conditions of the licence prevail where any conflicts occur), such as the details/status of
items to be documented as listed under Kennecott's "Final Abandonment and Restoration Plan™ and
Addendum.

Therefore, if Kennecott submitted a "final closure report" or plan that did not cover these details, then
they did not meet the requirements under the water licence. | have requested a copy of a plan submitted
via the AANDC Lands Division -and can forward you a copy for your records once received. | will provide
you with additional comments at that time.

What | look for are the documented completion regarding the details of removal and reclamation (i.e.: as
per the terms and conditions of the water licence), such as sumps, latrine sites, waste inventories and
waste manifests confirming proper disposal for hazardous wastes. As well, coordinates listings
(camp/drill sites/fuel caches and laydown areas) and photographs of sites -preferably showing both
before and after the cleanup.

2. Addendums to the A&R Plan and Spill Contingency Plan have been received -thank you. These have
been forwarded to the NWB.

3. Unfortunately we do not have additional information regarding the metal debris, other than the photos
submitted to you with the inspection report. GPS coordinates were taken at N67* 42' 35.7" and W91*
36' 19.4" + 20m (taken from helo while hovering over site). Unfortunately | don't have further record
regarding elevation as | had maxed out waypoint capacity on the gps at the time. | have attached
several uncropped photos of the debris to assist you in identifying a workable scale (ie. distance from
shoreline).

Please let me know if you have any questions regarding this information; I look forward to touching base
with you once the Final Plan is received.

While
the requirement for an annual report is clear in the permit document, we do not see the
requirement for a final report outlined in the Terms and Conditions for the Licence.
Additionally, are there guidelines that outline what shall be contained in the final report?

Addendums to the Abandonment and Restoration Plan and Spill Contingency Plan filed in
2005 are attached to this [etter.

We expect to be in a position to provide documentation of fuel and waste storage areas and
their removalfremediation as per the final plan filed under LUP2004H0033 once we have
located the relevant files from our company archives. [f this final plan cannot be located, we
witl put in a request for copy from AANDC Land Use Division

We are agreeable to removal of the metal debris noted in the inspection report, to be
completed after seasonal thaw. Do inspectors have any documentation indicating more
precisely what the debris might consist of and/or scale of the ‘large’ debris?
