As per the assignment documentation I sent you, this licence was legally assigned to Vaaldiam from Ashton
Mining in 2006.  This assignment was authorized by Robert Yeoman, VP, CFO and Corporate Secretary of
Vaaldiam at the time.  Therefore, Vaaldiam is listed as the licensee on this water licence.  If the licence was not
subsequently re-assigned (and no such documentation is apparent), then the licence remains the responsibility
of Vaaldiam.  Expiry of the licence is not relevant in this case; the reclamation conditions in a water licence
exist beyond expiry until the conditions are met and the licence is cancelled by the Nunavut Water Board. 
 
I am copying Nicole Westcott of Stornoway Diamonds on this for confirmation, however, it appears that this
licence did not belong to Ashton at the time that Stornoway took over the Ashton Licences.  As such, the
termination of the agreement with Stornoway may have no bearing on this licence.
